DESCRIPTION OF PROJECTS
A thorough description of each assignment along with clear guidelines will be distributed when projects are assigned.
 
Object or Narrative Speech  2-3 minutes
Students will give a speech that includes telling a story of an event in their life which taught them a lesson.  Both the story and the lesson learned will be related in this speech. Students must use a visual or an actual object in the presentation.
Informative Speech 4-5 minutes
Students will prepare a speech on an informative topic.  Information presented should be interesting and relevant to your audience.  In addition, informative speeches should not be persuasive, but instead you will present information from an objective perspective.  Outlines are due the day of the speech and self evaluations are due the class following your speech.  

Persuasive Speech 5-6 minutes
Students will prepare a persuasive speech.  The topic should revolve around some form of social problem.  Be sure to avoid issues of moral values such as persuading on a specific behavior without legislative action.  The speech should be designed to change or modify an position existing in your audience. Outlines are due the day of the speech and self evaluations are due the class following the speech.
Ceremonial Speech  3-4 Minutes 
Students will present a ceremonial speech.  They will choose from the ceremonial speeches discussed in chapter 15. 

Examinations:
The exams will be true/false, multiple choice, fill-in and short essay.  The exams will cover material covered in class as well as information that is in the text that is not covered in class.  It is the students’ responsibility to ask questions about material in the book that they are not sure about.  There are no make-up exams. If a student misses one of his/her exams, it will also result in a “0.”
